· Registration Form (attached)
· University Graduate Degree BA/BSc or Graduation Certificate. Certificates of foreign universities operating abroad should be officially Apostilled/Certified (carrying the Hague Stamp). Documents issued in countries that are not a contracting party to the Hague Convention and the Hague Stamp should be legalised by the competent Greek Consular Authority.
· A transcript of records officially Apostilled/Certified (carrying the Hague Stamp). Documents issued in countries that are not a contracting party to the Hague Convention and the Hague Stamp should be legalised by the competent Greek Consular Authority.
· Passport which will be valid for at least three months from the date of registration or national ID card that allows one to travel in the EU. If the place of birth is not explicitly indicated, the student will need to present a certified/apostilled birth certificate.
· Health Insurance (students who come from member states of the European Union can submit the European insurance card).
· One (1) small size photograph (passport type). Students are advised to have the passport and the photo in digital form (scanned).
· Students from non-EU countries should have already obtained a Type D1.1 visa for Studies and provide it to the Registar's office.
· Certificate of competency in English (not required for native speakers)
· Tuition fees receipt (1st instalment)
